	LEVEL 4

	The NVQ Playwork Level 4 qualification is suitable for those either in a management role, a senior practitioner role or in a quality and development role within the play sector, such as, after school club managers, playgroup managers and youth groups (where the focus is on self-directed play).

	Course Overview

	The NVQ is a skills benchmark. Achieving L4 is an assurance to current and future employers that your skills are up-to-date and at the necessary level.  Gaining the award can lead to career advancement/wage increase with recognition and official accreditation of skills and a chance to meet and network with fellow childcare professionals.

According to the National Occupational Standards, the level 4 qualification: 

‘[recognises] specialist learning and involve detailed analysis of a high level of information and knowledge in an area of work or study. Learning at this level is appropriate for people working in technical and professional jobs, and/or managing and developing others.’
